Geography

In Geography, the children will be learning all 
about Northamptonshire and Great Britain. 

Maths
• recognise and use symbols for pounds (£) and pence (p); 

combine amounts to make a particular value
• find different combinations of coins that equal the same 

amounts of money
• solve simple problems in a practical context involving 

addition and subtraction of money of the same unit, 
including giving change

• recognise and know the value of different denominations 
of coins and notes

• solve one-step problems involving multiplication and 
division, by calculating the answer using concrete objects, 
pictorial representations and arrays with the support of 
the teacher

• calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and 
division within the multiplication tables and write them 
using the multiplication (×), division (÷) and equals (=) signs

• solve problems involving multiplication and division, using 
materials, arrays, repeated addition, mental methods, and 
multiplication and division facts, including problems in 
contexts

• recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 
and 10 multiplication tables, including recognising odd and 
even numbers
